HARALD SZAVERUD
(1897-1992, NORWAY)

Born in Bergen. He received his basic music education at the Bergen Music Academy from Leipzig-
educated composer Borghild Holmsen. At the Berlin Hochschule fur Musik he studied composition
with F.F. Koch and conducting with Clemens Kraus. He was a recipient of the Norwegian State Salary
of Art which enabled him to devote his musical career exclusively to composition. He became the
dean of Norwegian composers and wrote a large number of works for the theater, orchestra and
chamber groups. For orchestra, his Concertos are supplemented by his cycle of 9 Symphonies and
many smaller pieces. His son Ketil Hvoslef (b. 1939) became a well-known composer.

A Finnish
government pension allowed him to devote himself full-time to composing. His large output of
compositions includes operas, ballets, orchestral, chamber and vocal music. As one of Finland's
leading composers, nearly all of his orchestral music has been recorded.
